Vizcaya Museum and Gardens is pleased to offer a limited number of bus transportation scholarships to Title |
schools in Miami-Dade County. These scholarships provide free bus transportation to and from Vizcaya for
students in 4"-12" grades taking guided tours of the Main House or gardens. Scholarships are awarded for up to
50 students at one time. Scholarships are on a first-come, first-served basis and subject to tour and bus
availability. Applications must be received a minimum of 4 weeks in advance of the requested visit date. All visits
must take place between October 1, 2011 and May 31, 2012.

e Approved applications will be provided with bus transportation enly. Coordination for bus transportation
is provided by Vizcaya Museum and Gardens based on information provided by the school. Bus
transportation is provided by a M-DCPS approved vendor.

e Admission to Vizcaya and picnic lunch are not included and are the responsibility of each school.

Thematic tours for school audiences support local, state, and national curricular goals in Social Studies, Visual
Arts, and Language Arts. Guided tours are for school students in grades 4-12 only. All school tours last one hour
and are led in English. Each tour does not include all areas of the Main House or gardens.
